Participants will develop strategies to evaluate the strengths and weaknesses in


instructional/behavioral delivery systems.


Participants will learn the philosophy and strategies of the “5-E solution focused 


interventions in schools (Elicit, Explore, Expand, Evaluate, and Empower).


Participants will generalize concepts so effective interventions can be maintained


across educational environments.
